Usually the apartment portion of an address. The address is US Postal standardized
Physical residence city. The address is US Postal standardized

Physical residence zip code, address is US Postal standardized

Voter ethnicity (see "Ethnicity Codes")

Voter's date of birth in date format "01/23/1956"

Voter's age (there are occasional ages over 100)

Simplified voter party designation (see "Simplified Party Codes")

Detailed Florida voter party designation (see "Detailed Party Codes")

Quality of voter by voter history (see "Quality Codes")

An asterisk ( *) if voter has voted Absentee Ballot at least once in the last two years
